Testing Information

MME (Michigan Merit Exam) www.michigan.gov/mme 
All juniors in Michigan will take the Michigan Merit Exam (MME).  The MME is a combination of tests which include: The ACT, a nationally respected and accepted college readiness examination, the ACT Work Keys, a work readiness exam, and Michigan developed tests in math, science and social studies.  Bay City Public Schools requires all students to take the full MME test prior to graduation. 

ACT (American College Test) www.actstudent.org/index.html      
ACT (American College Test) is a three-hour college entrance exam that measures four areas: English usage, math, reading, and science reasoning. There is now an optional writing test, which is taken after the four multiple-choice tests. The test is given at various locations several times during the year. For admission purposes, most 4-year colleges require scores from either the SAT or ACT. Most colleges will accept either score, but check with your counselor or a college catalog as to whether they require or prefer the ACT or SAT. All Michigan colleges will accept either exam score. The ACT is also used as a qualifying test for receiving financial aid from the state of Michigan Competitive Scholarship Program. To receive financial aid from the program, students must take the ACT on or before the December test date of the senior year. Registration can be completed on-line at ACT.org.  Postmarked registration deadlines are approximately one month before the scheduled test date. It is recommended that students take the ACT in the spring of their junior year so that they have time to retest if scores are not as high as they need to be. Results are sent in about 4 weeks.

The work readiness WORKKEYS test consists of three core tests; Locating Information, Reading For Information and Applied Mathematics.  Students may earn a National Career Readiness Certificate if they attain the minimum score of 4 and above on all three tests.  Students who earn scores of 5 and above on all three tests will earn a Gold Certificate; 4 and above a Silver Certificate; and 3 and above a Bronze.  A National Career Readiness Certificate could provide students increased employment opportunities in some job sectors.
